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Committee Report on Change of Time and Venue
For Annual Report

A committee was formed to search out possibilities of changing the date
of our annual show from May to October.  The second subject to be
researched was the possibility of downsizing the show and changing the
venue.  The third was, whether or not the club members want to have
two shows in 2010.  One at the regular May time and the second in
October.  This is totally up to the club to vote on this matter.

The findings of the committee are as follows.
Mesa State College   Not available because school is in progress and
the students come first.  There is no parking available.
Comfort Inn:  Cost - $1,000.00 per day.  We would be using four rooms
(Ballroom, Colorado, Canyon, and Rimrock).  This price would include
tables/chairs set up as needed, water, and table cloths on tables.  There
is not enough parking to accommodate our show attendance.
Double Tree Hotel: Option 1:Meeting Requirements: Ballroom, Grand
Parlor, and Foyer areas.  Ballroom rental - 3 days at $2000.00 per day -
$6000.00 = 459.00 (7.65% tax) =$6459.00; Foyer area at no charge.
Option 2. Grand Parlor - 3 days @ $750.00 per day = 2250 = 172.13
(tax) = $2422.13

A complete copy of this bid for you to read over in detail is
available..   The committee chose to question the logic of this as a
possibility because of the cost and also having to use separate rooms for
some of the show cases and possible relocating some vendors from the
main area of the show to some side rooms.  
Clarion Inn: The rate is $850.00 per day or 2250 for three days.  This
price would include the use of tables, including a staff member to help
set up the tables.  They have 45 6-foot tables.  A board room for use as
a storage room would be at our disposal at no charge.

 There is only 10,000 square feet available.  This includes the
Atrium where the swimming pool is located.  The committee found that
the electrical could not accommodate the amount of venders we have.
Loading and unloading would be more difficult because of the locations
of the doors.  A the copy of the contract bid is available.
Banana’s Fun Park Special Event Pavilion: The rate for a 3-day event
would be $4750.  The price includes exclusive use of the pavilion and
well as use of the enclosed patio adjacent to the main building.  There
would be sufficient power sources.  Additional tables, chairs,
microphones would be included at no extra cost.  The square footage is
smaller, about 9000 square feet.  The dates available were in November.
Cost wise, the club would pay the same per square foot as is paid to Two
River and we would be cutting the number of vendors in half.
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Two Rivers Convention Center : Dates available for a show
change for the year 2011 are October 14-16.  Another
possible open date is September 17-19.  This date is being
looked at by two other organization and may not be available
to us.  November 19-21 is also open.  Or we can keep the
Mother’s Day weekend.
Our show requires 18,600 square feet at it’s present size.
This is a complete report of the Show Committee
findings.

This matter will be discussed and voted on by the
general membership at the March 25 meeting.

Our project of the month, “Ynges Sunshine” was cut
by: Irv - Smoky Quartz with the star frosted

Howard - Yellow CZ
Connie - Rose de France (Quartz)
Mike - synthetic Alexandrite - polished on a Ball lap
Barbara - Smoky Quartz

This design cut a very lovely stone in all the various
materials.  However, Mike’s Alexandrite was fantastic.

Allen cut the marquis shaped competition stone in
Ametrine so we could all see what the finished product is
supposed to look like.  Allen explained his cutting procedure,
polishing procedure, and his record keeping.  It is very
important to keep notes as you cut and polish so that you can
return to the same position if you need to touch up the polish
on a facet.

Howard brought the competition marquis cut from
Smoky Quartz and the competition triangle cut from CZ.  Few
of us have completed our competition stones at this time, but
most are working on them.

The question was asked: “Which hand do you use
for faceting/” Answers varied.  It depends if you are right or
left handed and also whether you have a right or left handed
machine.  Other considerations, do your hands cramp after
a while?  Many of us use both hands, alternating to avoid
hand cramps, but when we get to the final stages, we
generally use our dominant hand, as consistence pressure is
very important to maintain.

Book Review

There is a new book at the public library that I would highly
recommend to anyone interested in dinosaurs entitled
“Dinosaur Odyssey” by Scott Sampson.  This captivating
book fills us in on the discoveries of the past 25 years from
Madagascar (the fourth largest island in the world, bigger
than California) to the feathered dinosaur fossils found in
China to discoveries in Grand Staircast-Escalante National
Monument in the Kaiparowits formation where many of the
skeletons, particularly those of duck-bills, are being found
with abundant skin impressions.  Over 700 different dinosaur
species have been found so far and they predict thousands
of species remain to be discovered.  Dinosaur Odyssey
places dinosaurs into context with an evolving planet.  It will
entice many into thinking about the importance of nature,
particularly evolution and ecology, the origin of life, and the
inevitability of extinction.  Scott Sampson has made it clear
that understanding the ancient world of the dinosaurs is more
relevant than ever as we struggle to cope with climate
change and extinction in our fast-moving, constantly evolving
world.

There is another new book at the library that may be
of some interest to club members, “The Urban Treasure
Hunter”, by Michael Chaplan.  This is a practicable handbook
for beginners on how to find, unearth and identify valuable
artifacts.  The single most interesting fact in the book, to me,
is ARPA Archaeological Resource Protection Act of 1979 ,

Section 7(a)(3) the surface collecting of arrowheads is
allowed, but you sure better know the difference between an
arrowhead and a spear point and hope the ranger agrees.  I
showed this to BLM and was told that it is true that you can
surface collect arrowheads in BLM land but you cannot dig
for them.  It was obvious to me that they do not want people
to know this fact.

Old Miner’s Rule
While a miner’s tools, equipment and personal belongings
remain in or next to a digging, that is his until he relinquishes
it either by removing said property or announcing that he is
finished digging in that area.  Furthermore, specimens or
rocks cached on or near said personal property are also the
property of the miner and shall not be touched or removed
without his expressed permission.  Every Rockhound should
obey this rule.
