Other stones for showing
were a yellow glass tile from Dale; a peach-colored
glass tile from Irv; Doc had a clear quartz “Maltese
Cross” that he cut in 1987.

Mike Ryan,
Paul Schleisman, and Dale Breckenridge chose the
designs we will be cutting for 2011. “Harbaugh’s
Square” will be cut in natural garnet with the stone width
being 8mm or larger. The “Lazy Oval Recut” will be cut
in either CZ or Corundum with the stone width being
8mm or larger. The “Best of Show” stone must be cut

from a material different from your competition stones
with the stone width being 8mm or larger. The novice
stone, “Beau” may be cut from any material with the
stone being 8mm or larger. Connie will provide designs
and competition rules at the June meeting.

Dale commented that the makers of the Ultra-
laps had sold out to a new company and the quality of
the laps is inferior to the prior manufacturers’ laps.
Dale also told us about a new polishing lap call the
“Greenway”. It is a “Dark Side” lap impregnated with
chromium and is used with water and guaranteed to last
a lifetime.

Doc told the group about “Diamond in a tube”
that he and Paul purchased in Tucson. The diamond is
mixed with a substance like stiff chapstick and you
need only drag the tube across the polishing lap from
spindle to lap edge one time, then allow your stone to
distribute the diamond as you polish. They will report
back to us when they have tried it.

Our June meeting has been moved up a week
to June 12". There will be a lesson on polishing with a
ceramic lap.

The June project is “Linda’s Toy” and the July
project is “Fly Eye”.

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Mohs Scale

1. Talc - Hardness 1-2 can be scratched by a fingernail.
2. Gypsum - Hardness 2-3 can be scratched by a
copper coin.

3. Calcite - Hardness 3-6 can be scratched by a steel
pocket knife.

4. Fluorite

5. Apatite

6. Orthoclase - Hardness 6-7 will not scratch glass.
7. Quartz

8. Topaz - Hardness 8-10 will scratch glass.

9. Corundum

10. Diamond

The Mohs scale is a standard of 10 minerals by which
the hardness of a mineral is rated. It was introduced in 1812 by
the German mineralogist Friedrich Mohs (1773-1839). The
minerals are arranged from softest to hardest. Harder minerals,
with higher numbers, can scratch those with a lower number.

Diamond is the ultimate gemstone, having few
weaknesses and many strengths. Itis well known that Diamond
is the hardest substance found in nature, but few people
realize that Diamond is four times harder than the next hardest
natural mineral, corundum (sapphire and ruby).

Buteven as hard as itis, itis notimpervious. Diamond
has four directions of cleavage, meaning that if it receives a
sharp blow in one of these directions it will cleave, or split. A
skilled diamond setter and/or jeweler will prevent any of these
directions from being in a position to be struck while mounted
in a jewelry piece.

Asagemstone, Diamond's single flaw (perfect
cleavage) is far outdistanced by the sum of its positive
qualities. It has a broad color range, high refractionhigh
dispersion or fire, very low reactivity to chemicals, rarity, and of
course, extreme hardness and durability.

Diamond is a polymorph of the element carbon. G r
a p hit e is another polymorph. The two share the same
chemistry, carbon, but have very different structures and
properties. Diamond is hard, Graphite is soft (the "lead" of a
pencil). Diamond is an excellent electrical insulator, Graphite
is a good conductor of electricity.

Diamond is the ultimate abrasive, Graphite is a very good
lubricant. Diamond is transparent, Graphite ispaque. Diamond
crystallizes in the Isometric system and graphite crystallizes in
the hexagonal system. Somewhat of a surprise is that at
surface temperatures and pressures, Graphite is the stable
form of carbon. In fact, all diamonds at or near the surface of
the Earth are currently undergoing a transformation into
Graphite.This reaction, fortunately, is extremely slow.

Denim: Did you know that denim iron-on patches make
excellent polishing disks? They will adhere to surfaces
when ordinary glues will not. Obtain the largest ones
you can fit to your wheel disks and cut to fit.

Fill the container with hot water and toss in about ¥
cup of baking soda. Stir to dissolve and place your silver
pieces in the bath, in contact with the aluminum. Leave it for
awhile, then pull the pieces out and rinse. Ta-da! Seems overly
simple, but it's reasonably effective and totally harmless to
people and the environment.

Working Turquoise
In shaping turquoise, it is advisable to use only the 220 wheel
rather than the coarser ones. The 100 grit wheel will take
desirable material from such a soft stone. Some of the more
friable and chalky types of turquoise are difficult to polish with
cerium or tin oxide; try a muslin buff with stick rouge. Since it
is such a porous stone, oil may discolor it, so try sawing with a
water coolant after soaking overnight in water. This helps
prevent breaking .

Cabochon Storage
Keep polished cabochons in photo-slide protector pages. The
pages fit in a 3-ring binder and each page has 20 individual
pockets. The cabs are easily visible, but are protected. Coin
collector sheets also work well.

After cleaning, paint the fossil with diluted Elmer’s glue (1/2
water). It dries fast and makes the fossil look sharp and clean.
Because it is water soluble, it can also b washed off with water.
